Beginning Knitting I   Thursday, Sept. 20, 27, Oct. 4 10:00-12:00  
         or Saturday,  Oct. 6, 13, 20  10:00-12:00 
 In this class we learn to use yarn and those pointy sticks to make cool stuff! It’s easy and fun! No previous experience is 
 required. This class meets for three  sessions at a cost of $30.00 + materials. 
   
Beginning Knitting II Tuesday, Oct. 9, 16, 23  10:00-12:00 
         or  Tuesday, Nov. 6, 13, 20  10:00-12:00  
      In this class you will make a baby sweater and learn to make button holes, set-in sleeves and seams.  Knowledge of ba-
 sic knitting is required. This is a three session class at a cost of $30.00 + materials. 
 
Beginning Knitting III Thursday, Nov. 1, 8, 15  1:00-3:00 
 Make a sampler scarf and learn to make different types of lace, read charts, cables, ribbing and more. Basic  knitting 
 skills are required. This is a three session class at a cost of $30.00 + materials. 
 
Beginning Crochet  Saturday, Sept. 22, 29  10:00-12:00 
 Learn the basics of crochet and make a pretty scarf. This is a two session class at a cost of $20.00 + materials. 
 
Continental Knitting  Tuesday, Oct. 16, 23   10:00-12:00 
         or Saturday, Nov. 3, 10   10:00-12:00  
 Continental Kitting is the way they knit in Europe and is a type of knitting which does not “throw” the yarn the way that 
 we do here in the U. S. It’s supposed to be a lot faster too! If you already know how to knit, try this out! Taught by 
 Kathy, this class meets for two sessions at a cost of $20.00. 
 
Socks    Wednesday, Oct. 10, 17, 24  4:00-6:00 
         or   Tuesday, Nov. 6, 13, 20  2:00-4:00 
 Knitting socks is all the rage these days with all the cool self-patterning and hand dyed yarns available. Come learn to 
 knit socks with us. You will learn to use double pointed needles in this class but some previous knitting experience is 
 required. This class meets for three sessions at a cost of $30.00 + materials. 
 
Socks on two Circulars Saturday, Oct. 6, 13   10:00-12:00 
 Learn to knit socks using  two circular needles instead of double-pointed needles. Some previous knitting experience 
 is required. This is a two session class and costs $20.00 + materials. 
 
Swatch Class   Thursday, Oct. 11, 18, 25  1:00-3:00 
         or  Wednesday, Nov. 7, 14, 21  1:00-3:00   
 Expand your knitting expertise. Each week we will knit different squares using different stitch patterns such as seed 
 stitch, cables,  basketweave and many more. If time allows, we will learn at least three different patterns each week. 
 This class will meet for three sessions at a cost of $30.00 + materials. Some previous knitting experience required.

Ruffled Scarf    Monday, Oct. 22   1:00-3:00 
         or   Friday, Nov. 2   10:00-12:00 
 Knit a fast project in this ruffled scarf! These make great gifts too!  Previous knitting experience required. One session at a 
 cost of  $10.00. 
 
Noro Daria Bag   Friday, Oct. 12, 19   1:00-3:00 
 This is a quick bag made all of garter stitch! (Not a purl stitch to be found!) You’ll be able to make several for gifts. This is 
 a two session class at a cost of $20.00. Must know how to do the knit stitch.
